Denver, CO (March 29, 2023)—Opera Colorado invites members of the community to apply 
for non-singing supernumerary roles in its upcoming production of Puccini’s Turandot. A 
supernumerary (usually referred to as a super) contributes to the production by acting in a non-
speaking/non-singing role, like being an extra in a movie.  

• We will need four women to appear as handmaidens throughout the production. 

• We will also need four men who are Executioner and Executioner’s Assistants in one scene 
of the opera.   

• We ask that applicants be available for all performances.  
 
All community volunteers who offer their time and talent as supernumeraries will receive: 

• Two (2) tickets to the Turandot final dress rehearsal on Thursday, May 4. 

• Parking/Travel Stipend equal to $7.50 per day you are called to the opera house. 

• Access to up to four (4) discounted tickets to use during the run of Turandot 
performances.  

 
Early staging rehearsals will take place between April 11-25, 2023, at the Opera 
Colorado Opera Center in Englewood, Colorado. Technical rehearsals, dress rehearsals, 
and all performances will take place on varying dates between April 28-May 14, 
2023, at the Ellie Caulkins Opera House at the Denver Performing Arts Complex in 
downtown Denver. Rehearsals will take place during weekday evenings and weekends, 
with some daytime availability requested.
